Shoes that are too wide or too narrow can do as 

much damage to a growing foot as shoes that are too small or too 

big, so fitted footwear has never been so important. 

Biomechanics Coach and Chartered Physiotherapist, Martin Haines, 

who has worked on Start-rite health campaigns, says: “Ill-fitting 

shoes can cause a child’s foot to become misshapen, altering how 

it can function and increase the risk of pain. If, for example, a child 

has very flat feet, that child needs shoes with a slightly higher heel 

raise than normal to reduce the pressure. However if the child does 

not have flat feet and wears the same heel height, it can cause 

the child problems.”  Start-rite takes this into consideration when 

designing footwear.
